
Registration Notes for 2010 – 2011 Challenger Soccer 
 

1. You are registering a player for both Fall 2010 and Spring 2011 seasons. They play approximately seven 
weeks in the Fall, and seven more in the Spring, with the same team. 

 
2. Please be careful with the player’s birthdate, especially the year. You’d be surprised how easy this is to get 

wrong, even for your own kid. 
 
3. Determine your player’s age group using the chart. 

 
a. If the player was born in August, you may want to consider having them play up a year to stay with 

the kids in their grade. 
 
b. Or you may have other reasons for wanting the player to play up a year. 

 
c. Either way, initial the proper spot in the top right corner of the form to let us know you really mean 

it and didn’t just typo the birth year. 
 

4. This one is really important: if you fill in the name of a player or coach you want the player to play 
with/for, please make sure this person 

 
a. is really registering for soccer this year 

i. If so, consider submitting your form together with theirs, paper-clipped together, to help us 
get it right. Otherwise we hunt for them in vain. 

 
b. is in the same age group 

i. If not, one or the other will have to play up for them to play together. NUCS does not allow 
players to play down. 

 
c. lives in the same city 

i. If not, decide which one is going to play out of their city; that person should put a Post-It 
on their form to let us know what’s going on 

 
5. We don’t ask you for a uniform size; we order a range of sizes that fit a “typical team” and this almost 

always works out. 
 
6. If you are mailing in your registration, please submit two copies. We need one for the registrar and one for 

the Coach. Fill one out and photocopy it – that usually works. If you come to walk-in registration, we’ll 
have them in duplicate, which is easier. 

 
7. Be aware that we absolutely depend on parents to volunteer to coach. If we don’t get enough coaches, 

we are forced to refund registration money and not have some kids play this year. The good news is that we 
have training videos and books and sessions to help you coach your kid’s team. 

 
8. The address to which to mail the form is at the bottom, along with the postmark deadlines.

Parent Code of Conduct 
 

This Parent Code of Conduct has been developed to clarify and define the standards of professional, ethical, and 
moral behavior from parents affiliated with the North Utah County Soccer (NUCS) League: 
 
I will emphasize that the game is played for fun and for the benefit of the youth, not adults. In addition to the 
Release Form that I have previously signed, I also agree as follows: 
 
1. I will act as a role model by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, and game officials - 
regardless of race, creed, color, gender, religion or ability. 
2. I will teach my child to play within the spirit and intentions of the rules and the Laws of the Game. 
3. I will demand a sports environment free from drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and I will not use them myself at 
any NUCS event. 
4. I will report any issue of safety related to NUCS events and/or violations of these guidelines that I become 
aware of to NUCS officers or, as appropriate, team officials to keep the focus of our events on the youth's 
safety, enjoyment and development. 
5. I will not place the value of winning over the safety and welfare of the players. 
6. I will not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, parent, or spectator 
such as, but not limited to, booing or taunting, refusing to shake hands, or using profane language or gestures. 
7. I will not criticize the game officials and will respect their authority and decisions during the game. 
8. I will not encourage, invite, nor recruit any player from an opposing team to join my child's team during the 
playing season. 
9. I will not enter the field during game play except as invited by referees or coaches to help an injured player. 
 
I understand that if I fail to abide, I will be subject to disciplinary action that could include, but is not limited to 
the following: 

・ Verbal warning by game officials, team coach, and/or head of league organization 

・ Game forfeiture through team coach and/or head of league organization 

・ Parental suspension with written documentation to be kept on file with NUCS
